For the 2010/2011 Season, Norman will begin operating an AA Midget Female Team to
take part in the Manitoba Female -Midget Hockey League (MFMHL). We are currently looking
for a Head Coach, Assistant Coaches (3-4) and Trainers and Team Director for this team.

The Program:

This team will operate on a single rostered format. This team will be comprised of
midget aged female players from the Norman Region. The MFMHL season will consist of 18
league games, and playoffs. The team will participate in 2— 3 female tournaments (including
the Christmas Showcase in Winnipeg) and Provincial AA Midget Female Provincials.

For the 2010/2011 season, the Norman Wild will hold all of their home games in The
Pas and Thompson, Mb. Players will be given the opportunity to billet in The Pas or remain in
their home community. Practices will be organized in The Pas, Snow Lake and Thompson.
With the logistics of the team, organizing practices in multiple communities with partial groups
will‘be necessary. Tryouts will be held the weekend of September 17,18,19, 2010 in The
Pas, Mb.

The Coach will be involved in selecting his/her coaching team and will report directly to
the Team Director. The Team Director will report to the NRMHA Executive. The Coach will
also develop a season plan including fitness nutrition and instruction of advanced strategies.

The Coach and evaluators from the NRMHA will conduct tryouts as per the guidelines
set out in the Manitoba Female Midget Hockey League Constitution. The final roster is to be
approved by the NRMHA Executive.

Qualifications/Requirements for Coach:
1. All applicants must have his/her Development 1 certification/Respect in Sport.
2. Experience coaching at an elite level and the ability to teach advanced strategies.
3. Be willing to devote the time needed to develop the team. This will include
practices/ league games and playoffs, 2-3 tournaments and provincials.



4. Develop a season plan and coordinate the plan taking into the account the logistical
realities of the team.
5. A valid criminal record check/ child abuse registry.

Qualifications/Requirements for Assist Coach:
1. All applicants must have his/her Coach certification/Respect in Sport.
2. Be willing to devote the time needed to develop the team. This will include
practices/ league games and playoffs, 2-3 tournaments and provincials.
3. A valid criminal record check/ child abuse registry.

Qualifications/Requirements for Team Director
1. Oversee the day to day operations of the team.
2. Report to the NRMHA Executive.
3. Represent the Norman Wild at all MFMHL meetings and conference calls.
4. A valid criminal record check/ child abuse registry.
